Summer Worship Schedule

The Liturgy and Music Committee convened at the Rector’s request to discuss the summer worship schedule.
Traditionally at St. Mary’s, Sunday worship during the summer is offered at 8:00 am. and at 10:00 am. This was
possible when our informal 9:00 am. worship service occurred only once a month. Now, we worship at 9:00
am. every Sunday and attendance at that service averages between 40 and 45 people. Our overall Sunday atten-
dance has increased dramatically with the addition of this worship service on a weekly basis. Because this ser-
vice has come into its own and has a higher attendance than even the loyal 8:00 o’clockers, the Rector requested
the Liturgy and Music Committee to consider keeping the 8, 9, and 11 schedule throughout the summer as well.

The Liturgy and Music Committee agreed that we now have a different set of circumstances than before and
agreed that we will keep the same schedule year round. Remember, if you prefer an earlier worship time in the summer,
there is still the 9:00 a.m. service. And, in fact, this gives you even more time to enjoy the summer day! A consistent
schedule will also help avoid any mishaps with summer visitors arriving at the wrong time for worship.

Thank you in advance for your flexibility and willingness to try something new.

Communion

Another item taken up by the Liturgy and Music Committee was the possible discontinuation of the use of
separate intinction cups at communion, but not of the practice of intinction. People would still be able to intinct
(that is, dip the bread into the wine). The only change would be that intinction would be done in the full-sized
chalice. The intinction cups, you'll remember, are the small chalices that the chalice bearers amazingly hold be-
tween their middle and ring fingers, along side of the full-sized chalice.

Intinction cups have come into popular usage at several points over the years. Each time, their use has coin-
cided with a wide-spread health scare. Our intinction cups at St. Mary’s were given in the early eighties in re-
sponse to the mysteries surrounding the transmission of AIDS. This concern has since been scientifically allevi-
ated.

For several reasons, intinction is actually thought by many (including some scientists) to be less sanitary than
drinking from the chalice or at least of the same level of cleanliness. Also, science has shown us that the silver of
the chalice has a reactive property against contaminants. In the words of a priest friend, who is a scientist by
tirst training, “Now that we have microscopes, we can see that silver isn’t just hard on werewolves.”

All of that said, the use of the intinction cups is very difficult for our chalice bearers. Many of them have asked
on multiple occasions if we might consider discontinuing their use. This would also allow them to spin and
clean the chalice after each person, a task that they cannot now manage with the intinction cup held so care-
fully. One can imagine that when someone is so terribly, and rightfully, concerned not to spill either the intinc-
tion cup or the chalice, it slows down the distribution of communion significantly.

After the Liturgy and Music Committee met, it was agreed that the intinction cups would no longer be em-
ployed at communion. Again, this does not mean that people can no longer intinct. Intinction will simply be
available in the full-sized chalice. You might also be glad to know that the intinction cups will find new homes
in the communion kits taken out to the sick and homebound. They are the perfect size for this new use.

Many thanks to our minister David Umphlett for his idea of a Giving Tree for Lent. He set the tone for the
season with his sermon on March 13th. By Ash Wednesday, the Matthew 25:40 committee had assisted in
erecting a tree in the nave and covering it with lime green “leaves.” One opportunity was attached to each leaf
specifying a need within our community which matched the verses of Matthew 25:35, “for I was hungry and
you gave Me food; I was thirsty and you gave Me something to drink; I was a stranger and you took Me in; I
was naked and you clothed Me; I was sick and you visited Me; I was in prison and you came to Me.” Instead of
the traditional giving-up-something-for-Lent, we were encouraged to take on something that would help oth-
ers and meet some of the numerous needs within our community.

E-blasts and other announcements encouraged us to “keep on keeping on.” And during the forty days of Lent
members of St. Mary’s could be seen around the tree as they selected a leat which specified what they wanted
to “take on” for the coming week. Out into the community we went and once a task was completed the leaf
was put in the giving bowl and another leaf was selected. Amazingly, the tree had a wonderful way of sprout-
ing new leaves each week!

Did we grow as we stripped the tree? Did we plant any seeds from the tree? I believe so. A buzz could be
heard around the tree and about the tree, too. “Did you try Open Door Shelter?” “I did not know much about
Mobile Meals until this week.” “What's available to do on Saturdays?” “My opportunity did not pan out, but
the breakdown in communication can be solved and I may try it later.” “Have you ever heard of Breakfast Bur-
ritos for the Homeless? Our youth group did that!” “I'm so glad to know that Hospice needs baby monitors;
I've got one I can donate.” “ I could tell they needed me at West End Ministries.” “This is the first time I knew
where Helping Hands Ministry was located. It was easy to drop off what they needed.” And on and on went
the buzz.

The buzz tells me that at St. Mary’s you will find an industrious, loving, and busy congregation! We have had
amost fortunate forty days.
